by and between the Allegheny County Airport Authority, a political subdivision of
the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, herein after referred to as “Authority”
AND

One Source Facility Services, Inc., having its principal place of business at
1600 Parkwood Circle #400, Atlanta, GA 30339 hereinafter referred to as
“Contractor”.

WITNESSETH

WHEREAS, the Authority, has duly advertised, published specifications,
and received bids for the sale to the Authority of the goods and/or services
described in Paragraph 1 hereinbelow: and

WHEREAS, Contractor has submitted a Proposal to supply to the
Authority the aforesaid goods and/or services; and

WHEREAS, Authority has determined that Contractor is lowest
responsible Bidder meeting the aforementioned specification;

NOW THEREFORE, Contractor agrees to supply to Authority the following
goods and/or services in accordance with the terms and conditions of the
Advertisement, Instructions to Bidders, Specifications and Proposal, all of which

are made part of this Agreement, as follows:



1. Contractor agrees to furnish all labor, tools, supplies, chemicals
and equipment necessary to provide cleaning and custodial services as well as
glass/window cleaning services at Pittsburgh International Airport in accordance
with the Specifications.

2. In the event that Contractor refuses or fails for any reason to
perform any of its obligations pursuant to this Agreement, the Authority may, at
its option, terminate this Agreement and Authority will be obligated to pay
Contractor only for goods delivered and services performed prior to termination.
In addition, the Authority may, whether or not it terminates this Agreement,
pursue any additional remedies at law or inequity, which may be available.

3. Contractor represents and warrants that it has delivered to the
Authority a Performance Bond in the amount of TWO MILLION DOLLARS
($2,000,000.00) and in accordance with the terms and conditions of the
Advertisement, Instructions to Bidders, Specifications, and Proposal, and if
applicable, provided certificate(s) of insurance evidencing coverage required
therein. The term of this Agreement shall be from July 1, 2001, and shall expire
on June 30, 2003, subject to five (5) additional one-year option periods. The
Authority shall have the sole right to exercise said options by giving the
Contractor at least sixty (60) days written notice prior to the expiration of the base
term or any renewal term.

4. In consideration of the faithful performance of this Agreement by
Contractor, Authority agrees to pay, or cause to be paid to Contractor, the sum

set forth in the Proposal.



5. The Contractor shall indemnify and hold harmless the Authority
Board, agents, representatives and employees from and against all claims and
demands of third persons, just or unjust, for personal injuries (including death) or
property damages including theft except by claims or demands arising out of the
active negligence of the Authority, its employees, agents or representatives, but
the Contractor shall have the burden of proof to establish the same arising or
alleged to arise out of the operations (including the failure to perform) of the
Contractor under this Agreement. Contractor further agrees to protect, defend ,
indemnify and hold harmless the Authority from and against any claims or liability
for compensation under the Workmen'’s Compensation Act arising out of injuries
sustained by any employees of Contractor, or of any licensees, contractors, or
sub-contractor of Contractor. Contractor's obligations to protect, defend,
indemnify and hold harmless as set forth in this Paragraph, shall include any and
all attorney’s fees incurred by the Authority in the defense and/or handling of said
suits, demands, judgments, liens, claims and the like, and all attorney’s fees and
investigation expenses incurred by the Authority in enforcing and/or obtaining
compliance with the provisions of the Paragraph.

6. It is agreed and understood that this Agreement shall be interpreted
and construed according to Pennsylvania law, and that Pennsylvania law shall

apply to all aspects of performance hereunder.



7. This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement of the parties on
the subject matter hereof and may be changed, modified, discharged or
extended only by written change order or Amendment duly executed by the
Parties.

8. This Agreement is entered into pursuant to Authorization duly given
by Authority Board of Directors on May 31, 2001 at Administrative Action
